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IMPUTE.
• Impute, to attribute, ascribe, assign, to accredit, 

charge or even accuse or implicate. Alleging or 
asserting or challenge and cite is to impute. 

• Imputation - Imputed righteousness is a concept 
in Christian theology which proposes that the 
"righteousness of Christ ... is imputed to 
[believers] — that is, treated as if it were theirs 
through faith". It is on the basis of this 
"alien" (i.e. from the outside) righteousness that 
God accepts humans 
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“What is Justification?”

“Justification is an act of God's free 
grace, wherein he pardoneth all 
our sins, and accepteth us as 

righteous in his sight, only for the 
righteousness of Christ 

imputed to us, 
and received by faith alone.
